COMMUTER PARKING INFORMATION

The 4th and 5th levels of the Emerson Street Parking Deck 

(between Village Hall & Library) are available for Commuter 

Parking (102 spaces total). The spaces will be identified by an 

Easy Park commuter parking sign.   

These spaces will be PERMIT ONLY and are available to Mount Prospect 
Residents and non-residents: Mount Prospect residents will be able to 
purchase a monthly permit at half price- $20/month (regular price: $40 
month). 

- Proof of residency required upon purchase  to receive resident discount
(State issued ID required).

- Emerson Street Deck Permit is valid only at the Emerson Street Deck (cannot
be used in other public commuter lots).

- Spaces are available each day on a first come-first serve basis, just as other
public commuter lots.

- This is an incentive to help alleviate rush hour traffic within downtown by
providing commuter parking north of the tracks, we may reduce the number
of vehicles crossing the tracks at Emerson and Main Streets.
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
